capital letter in parentheses. For example, #745 is “union (U)”. This means you can write Union
n or union. Words with multiple allowable spellings are separated by commas. Words with
particular spellings based on their definition show the meaning of the word in parentheses. For
example, #761 is “veil (head covering)”. This shows that “veil” is the correct spelling, even
though another word, vale (valley), sounds the same.
